NOTE: The  Swivel Bike Rack must be mounted to studs to achieve the advertised weight limit

Find a wall stud where you want to mount the product. Use a stud finder to determine the 
exact location of the stud and lightly mark it with a pencil. Measure the maximum length of 
your bicycle from tire to tire and subtract 3” from this length. Starting from the floor, use 
this length to get your top hole marking location.

Hold the rack up to the wall where you want to mount it and align the mounting holes 
with the stud location. Use a level to ensure the mounting holes are perpendicular with 
the floor and mark all mounting hole locations with a pencil.

2

Use a 3/16 inch (4.7mm) drill bit to drill pilot holes into the previously marked mounting 
hole locations.

A Machine Washer (E) should be used between the Swivel Bike Rack (A) and the Wall Screw 
(D) as shown in the figure below. Insert the Wall Screws (D) with Machine Washers (E) into 
the pilot holes to mount the rack.

5 The Quick Pin (F) should always be inserted into a hole when placing bicycle onto hook. Once 
bicycle is secure, Quick Pin (F) can be pulled allowing side-to-side swiveling. Re-insert Quick 
Pin (F) when you are satisfied with the placement.

Rear Tire Catch

6 Mount Rear Tire Catch (C) vertically so it’s in line with the two holes on the Swivel Bike Rack. 
Rear tire should make contact with Rear Tire Catch (C) in roughly the middle of the tire. 
Pre-drill with a 1/8” drill bit before installing the Wood Screws (G).
