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INSTALLATION STEPS

Assemble Sides

Use 2 Large Screws (G) to attach each Side (B) to the Base
(A) through the holes in the bottom. Ensure the sides are
oriented the same way as the image on the cover or else the
surfboard will tip over!

Assemble Top Connector

Use 2 Small Screws (F) to attach the Top Connector (C)to
the Sides (B).

Assemble Arms

Align the cutout in the Upper Arm (E) over the Lower Arm (D), and
align them both over the dowels in the Top Connector (C). Tighten
with the Hand Screw (H). Adjust as needed.
