Fasten the Rubberized Ski Dividers (C) to the bottom of the shelf (D) and the Top Insert a Thumbscrew Spacer (Q) into the looped end of each Ski Retention Strap (S).
Horizontal Upright (E) using the hardware specified below.

Attach the Ski Straps (S) by screwing the Thumbscrew (P) into the underside of the Top Ski Divider (A).

Attach the Ski Pole Divider (G) to the Frame Uprights (B).
